The fine print: Closing costs are set on a fixed percentage of the bond amount and are estimated at approximately 6.25% of the each participant’s bond amount and will include a 0.50% fee to CCSNYS for participation in the bond. Also, CCSNYS will be annually contacting and the participants to provide bond servicing as required in the bond for .125%.   Under federal tax rules, approximately one-half of the closing costs will be included in the tax-exempt bond. CCSNYS will also arrange for a separate bank financing to cover the bond closing costs not includable in the tax-exempt bond. This additional financing will be offered at prevailing rates of interest with a term of five years. 

















CCSNYS is sponsoring a new composite tax-exempt bond financing program to provide CCSNYS members with access to permanent long-term fixed rate financing for the cost of acquisition, construction, renovation and equipping of programs and facilities including residential programs, schools, day programs, clinics, administrative buildings, libraries and other programs and facilities licensed, certified or funded by OMRDD, OCFS OMH, SED, DOH, OASAS or other state agencies. 


The CCSNYS Bond Program is a composite bond issue. Each member agency’s bond is separate and distinct from the bonds issued on behalf of the other participants. There are no provisions for cross-guarantees, cross-collateralization of assets or cross-defaults. Thus, there is no liability between each bond holder from any default by another. 





CCSNYS will be able to offer 100% financing of all hard and soft project costs and all bond closing costs without any cash outlay by the participating agency. This type of financing has been approved by OMRDD, SED, DOH, and OMH as well as other state agencies for financing of various projects and facilities.
